Notes

The transfer of a swimmer between Clubs is governed by SNZ Rule 5.7.  The transfer of a competitive swimmer shall be effective immediately once the transfer has been approved by the relevant regional association(s).  

The physical transfer form must be completed by the swimmer and given to the Club the swimmer is transferring from for them to sign off on the transfer.  This should be done at the same time as the swimmer advises the Regional Administration Secretary of their intention to transfer.  

Once completed the form should be forwarded by the transferor club to the club the swimmer is transferring to for their sign off unless the transfer is between regions in which case the form must be forwarded to the Regional Association of the transferor club for their sign off first.

If a swimmer chooses to transfer again within three months there will be a 60 day stand down period before the swimmer can compete for their new Club. (SNZ Rule 5.7).  During the stand down period the swimmer may continue to compete for the club they are transferring from or choose to be unattached from any club.  The competitive swimmer will remain a member of the regional association of the club they are transferring from during the 60 day stand down period.
The trigger for the commencement of any stand down period is when the swimmer advises the Regional Administration Secretary for the region of the club they are transferring from of their intention to transfer.  This must be done in writing either by email or standard mail.

During the stand down period the swimmer may continue to swim for their old Club or swim as an “Unattached” swimmer.  They must indicate on the transfer form which of these options they wish to adopt.

Regardless of which option they choose, the swimmer will remain a member of the regional association of the club they are transferring from until the end of the stand down period.

Should the stand down provisions be triggered the swimmer transferring must complete the details below.
