REGULATIONS  OF 

EASTERN DISTRICTS SWIMMING ASSOCIATION INCORPORATED

The Association may, for the purpose of giving effect to these rules and the objects thereof, make such regulations as it may deem fit so long as the said Regulations do not conflict with anything contained in the Centre, or Swimming New Zealand Rules.

Regulation 1: 

The duties of Officers of the Centre shall be as follows:

1. President

a) To preside over all meetings of delegates.

b) To preside over the Annual General Meeting of the Centre.

c) To attend to any other duties and/or functions in that person’s capacity as President of the Centre

2. Secretary

a) The secretary shall attend all meetings of Eastern Districts, its Delegates and its Management Committee, and shall keep a clear record of all transactions and proceedings of Eastern Districts, its Delegates and the Management Committee in a minute book provided for that purpose.

b) The Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of Eastern Districts and file copies thereof together with all letters received.

c) The Secretary shall be responsible for seeing that all past records and documents of Eastern Districts and as far as possible the current records and documents, are kept in safekeeping.

3. Treasurer

a) The treasurer shall receive all fees and other monies of Eastern Districts in accordance with the manner provided for in the Rules and shall keep a clear record of the income and expenditure of Eastern Districts.

b) The Treasurer shall ensure that the books shall be at any reasonable time open to the inspection of the Management Committee, and shall submit a balance sheet, properly audited, to the Annual General Meeting of the delegates.

c) The Treasurer shall place all monies received in his official capacity to the credit of Eastern Districts in a bank account to be specified by Eastern Districts.

d) The Treasurer shall ensure that all disbursements of Eastern Districts funds shall be by cheques, or electronic transfer, with documents to be signed by two persons duly appointed by the Management Committee for the purpose.

4. Technical Panel Terms of Reference

Based on Technical Panel Terms of Reference from Swimming New Zealand

Title:


Technical Panel

Objective:

To assist in managing Eastern Districts Technical Operations

Responsible to:
Eastern Districts Management

Structure:

1. There shall be a technical panel of 3-5 members appointed by the Eastern Districts Management Committee.

2. A member of Swimming New Zealand Technical Advisory Committee may attend meetings when appropriate.

Term:

Members of the panel shall be appointed as above annually.

Profile:

The following factors will be taken into consideration when appointing the committee:

1. The panel should comprise of active, qualified technical officials.

Operating principles:

1. The technical panel shall call regular meetings as necessary, but at least one a quarter.

2. The panel may have in attendance such members of management and such other persons as it deems necessary to provide appropriate information and explanations.

Duties and Responsibilities:

Specifically duties involve:

4. Appoint examiners to conduct regional officials’ assessments.

5. Encourage and promote officials to apply for national qualifications and national competitions.

6. Discuss and arrange officials seminars/workshops where and when required.

7. Appoint all technical officials for regional controlled competitions.

8. Determine fixtures at which regional qualifications and training will be conducted.

9. Assist clubs to resource officials for all club meets conducted within the region’s boundaries.

10. Maintain, in conjunction with the regional administrator, a database of all regional officials, their qualifications and meets attended.

11. Evaluate all regional meets.

12. Convey to all regional clubs, in a timely manner, technical information and directives from SNZ and the SNZ Technical Advisory Committee.

13. Report to Management Chairperson after each technical panel meeting.

Authority:

This panel shall operate within the above mentioned duties and responsibilities.

5. Chairperson of the Management Committee

a) To preside over all affairs relating to the Management Committee in accordance with Rule 26 of the Centre Rules.

b) To undertake any other functions and perform such duties as may be required in that person’s capacity as Chairperson of the Management Committee.

Regulation 2:  Trophies

1. West End Memorial Cup                                                                                    Points are awarded 5, 3, 1 plus 1 point for every competitor who completes a final event.  The Cup is awarded to the Club with the most points.

2. Climo Family “Swimmer of the Championship” Trophy

a) Each competitor may gain points from any nine events

i. Each event in own age group shall be counted as a points event for that age group whether the competitor enters or not.

ii. Points may be gained from competing outside own age group only where the number of events in the age group is less than nine.

b) The Men’s and Women’s 50m Freestyle, Men’s and Women’s 800m Freestyle and Men’s and Women’s 1500m Freestyle events will not be counted for any points other than record points.

c) Points – Five for 1st, three for 2nd and two for 3rd.

d) No points will be awarded for diving events.

e) No points will be awarded for Relay events.

f) Four points will be awarded where a record is established whether in own age group or not, but only one record per swim.

25. Lorna Hunter Challenge Trophy                                                                       

 To be awarded to the 10 years and under Age Group (Boy and Girl) with the most points at the Eastern Districts Championships.  5,3 and 1.

26. Allenton Club Shields

a) To be awarded the Centre swimmers (Boy and Girl) 10 years and under who gain the most points at the Eastern Districts Championships.

b) Points to be awarded over all 10 and under age group only, individual events finals.

c) Points to be allocated to swimmers in finishing order in relation to number of lanes in pool where finals are swum  e.g. 7 lane pool with seven swimmers will get the following points: 1st – 7, 2nd – 6, 3rd – 5, 4th – 4, 5th – 3, 6th – 2, 7th – 1.

d) No extra points will be awarded for any record breaking swim.

e) Points will accumulate to a grand total with the swimmers gaining the most points being declared the winner.
